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The Bharatiya Society for Socio-Economic Development in
the Global Aena & ASC (Solicitors & Advocates) have jointly
organized on February 15th & 16th at The Leela in Andheri Mumbai
the “International Conference on Foreign Investments with Special
Focus on Corporate Laws & Labour Laws”. The conference is being
supported by Delegation of the European Commission (EU),
Embassy of Japan, High Commission of Canada, Planning

In the Labour Law session, experts --Mr. Alok Sinha,
Advocate SC, Mr. KM Naik, Adv. Mumbai HC, VP Srivastava, Labour
Commissioner Mumbai etc would cover "Contract Labour,
Engagement & Termination”. The primary focus shall be on better
growth of the employee in synchrony with the employer, besides
simplifying the legalese of the statutes and SC judgments,
suggesting ways of mutually benefiting coexistence. The informal
dinner on the 17th February, 2005 shall also provide for an informal
interaction with the delegates which include senior
parliamentarians, bureaucrats, industrialists and foreign. law
